Adjudication: There will be a judge for each Auxiliary unit. Using a modified Olympic-style 

scoring, there will be four judges per band. Scores will be determined by eliminating lowest 

score and averaging the highest three scores. Auxiliary scores will not affect the final band 

rating. 

 

Trophies: Trophies are awarded in the same manner as the trophies for festival. In addition, 

trophies will be awarded for 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place for band and auxiliaries in each class. 

Overall awards will be given for the highest score in Silver and Gold Divisions for all 

categories. Overall band awards will be based upon an average of all 4 band judges with no 

dropping of low scores. There will also will be a High Visual Award given to the highest 

scoring auxiliaries in each class. The Grand Champion trophy will be an average of all four 

band judges with no dropping of any score.
